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John 21:25 & John 1:1-4
For the next three weeks, we will be preaching, a series, of messages, on . . . “The Life, of Christ.”  There is so much, that we can say, about the words, and the works, of Jesus Christ.  He, being, the literal, Son, of the living 
God, who came, and walked among us, for 33 years, before sacrificing Himself, by dying, on the cross.

There is so much, that, He did, and, continues to do, in the behalf, of mankind.  We could actually, take several years, to study everything, that there is, to know, about Jesus, and His time, upon this earth.  The four gospels, 
Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John, are a compilation, of the events, that marked, His time, here on earth.

During my studies, at Luther Rice Seminary, several years ago, I took a course, entitled, . . “The Life of Christ,” 
which was primarily, a study of the four gospels.  This was 13 weeks, of 3 hour classes, and we still, had 
to hurry our way, through it.  Jesus, did so much, and accomplished so much, . . . in His short time, here.

He, rewrote history.  His descent, from Heaven above, to come to this world, in the form, of a little baby, . . was 
something, that was planned, long before, the creation of the world.  His coming, . . . and, His sacrificial 
death, created a new covenant, . . . between, God and man, . . . doing away, . . . with, the old covenant.

Because, of Christ, we are no longer, under the law, but, instead, we are under grace.  Even time, all of history, 
is marked, either BC, or AD (Before Christ, or After Death).  What an impact, that He had, upon history.


(BC – Before Christ, . . . came into, my life.)

(Chapel – Talked about, . . . His miracles!)
He is the most astonishing, . . and the most popular, person in history.  There has been more, written about Him, 
than, any other person, in history.  He has more followers, today, than any other, religious leader, in the 
history, of the world.  People, still, talk about Him, every moment, of every day.  He is the, Son of God.

*  And yet, sadly, there are many, . . who do not know Him, or believe in Him.  Unfortunately, some have never had the privilege, of being told about Him, . . and, His wonderful mercy, and His saving grace.  (If you, do not know, this Jesus, that we are talking about, it is my prayer, . . that, you, come to know Him, through this study.)

**  You see, among the many miraculous things, that we will learn, during this study, . . is that, He is still alive, 
today.  Yes, He died upon the cross, to pay for the sins, of the world.  But, then, three days later, . . . He 
arose, from the dead, . . . and, He is alive, today.  He conquered death, . . . and, He is alive.

And, His life, today, is still impacting the world, . . in which we live, like we can only, begin to imagine.  He is alive, and He loves you, and He cares for you, and He wants to know you, personally.  He wants you, to be able, 
to know Him, personally.  That’s what, is so neat.  We can actually, have a relationship, . . . with Him.

**  Again the four gospels, Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John, are four distinct accounts, of the life of Christ, . . .  while His life was manifested, amongst us, in the form of a human.  Each of these four accounts, have their own distinct personalities, and yet, they are also filled, with similarities.  (“Harmony of the Gospels” Chronological.)

Jesus did so much, during His time, here on earth.  He touched, so many lives, cleansed, so many sinners, . . and 
healed, so many people.  And, even, with the four gospels, giving an account, of what all, He did, . . . all 
of it, was not recorded.  It was impossible, to record, every life, that was touched, and impacted, by Him.

Look with me, at the last verse, of the Gospel of John:  (After, writing the entire, book of John, he wrote, . . . . .) John 21:25 – “Jesus, did many other things, as well.  If every one of them, were written down, I suppose, that even the whole world, would not have room, for the books, that would be written.”  (And, that, just in 33 years.  Can you imagine, what all He has done, before then, and since then, because, we know, that He is still, at work,)

*  There is much, that, we can glean from, . . . about, our Lord, from these four gospels, and yet, so much more, that, was not, even recorded.  (If they wrote a book, just about what He has done, in my life, alone, . . . it would be huge.)  (What about, your life?  Can you imagine, a book, about what all, He has done, . . . just, in your life?)

***  There are, three time periods, . . . in the “Life of Christ”, . . . that, we will talk about, during these, next few Sundays, that, not a whole lot, is said about.  (And, at the same time, there is so much, that can be gleaned, from 
the gospels, . . . and, other parts, of the precious Word of God, in regard to this One, . . . called, Jesus.)

**  In way of introduction, to this series, . . . on, the life of Christ, . . . today, we want to talk about these, . . . 
three time periods, . . . in the life of Christ, . . . that, not much, is recorded about, in the Bible:
#1)  The time period, that we will come back to, in a moment, and cover more, in depth, is the life of Christ, . . .  before, His descent, from Heaven, to earth.  The life of Christ, goes back, long before, His birth, in a manger, 
in the form of a baby, in Bethlehem, 2000 years ago.  Christ was from, . . . the very beginning, of time.

#2)  The second time period, that not much, is recorded about, was during His time, here on earth.  There was an 18 year period, in the life of Christ, when He was between, . . . the ages of 12 and 30, . . . that, not a whole 
lot is written, . . . just, one verse, and yet, we can glean so much, . . . from this time, in His earthly life.

#3)  The third time period, is the time, in His life, . . . after, He left this world, and ascended, up into Heaven.  
He is still, alive, . . . today.

Right now, . . . let’s talk more about #2, about His time, here on earth, . . and, especially, those middle 18 years:
Two of the four gospels, Matthew and Luke, . . . record, the birth of Christ.  (Mark and John, do not.)  Matthew 
and Luke, also list His genealogy, or human ancestry.  (We may come back, to this point, in His life, and 
touch on, the birth of Christ, another week, . . . between now, and Christmas.  Possibly, . . . next week.)

These gospels, also, have only a little, to say, . . about the childhood, of our Savior.  Luke2:40 – “And, the child, 
grew, and became strong;  He was filled, with wisdom, and the grace of God, was upon Him.”
According to, these accounts of Luke, we know of a few things, that occurred, in His boyhood, such as the time, 
when He was 12 years old, and His parents, had went into town, . . and, then left him there, by accident.  

(How do you, . . . lose, Jesus?  This is proof, that his parents, are human.  No need to worship, Mary!)    

When, they found Him, . . . He was in the temple, . . . sitting among the teachers, listening to them, and asking them questions.  He was in, His Father’s house, . . . under the teachings, of the Word of God.  Everyone, who heard Him, . . .  was amazed, at His understanding, and His answers.  And, He was only, . . . 12 years old.  (This is where, . . . we also, should dwell, . . . in the Father’s House, . . . under the teachings, . . . of the Word of God.)

If, we choose, to do that, then, we too, will grow, and become strong, and be filled, with wisdom, and the grace 
of God, will be upon us, also.  (It is my prayer, that as we study, the life of Christ, . . . that, we will not 
only, be amazed by it, . . . but, that we will learn, from it.)  “Lord, make us, . . . to be more, like Jesus.”
**  This is what we want for our children, and grandchildren, isn’t it?  In Proverbs 22:6, God tells us, that if we “Train up a child, in the way he should go, when he is old, he will not, depart from it.”  Abraham Lincoln said, 
“There is but, one way, to train a child, in the way he should go, . . . and, that is, to travel it, yourself.”  
Do we, just send, our kids to church, . . . or, do we take them, by the hand, . . . and, go with them?  Do we, tell them, to read the Bible, . . . or, do we read it, to them?  Do we tell them, to do as we say, . . . and, not as we do,  . . or, do we live our lives, . . in such a way, . . that, we can boldly say, . . “Follow me”?  (Don’t have to, say it.)
****  And, then, we also, know a good bit, about the three and a half years of ministry, that marked the life of Christ, from the age of 30 to 33, when He and His disciples, went about healing people, and preaching the Word of God, and then, ultimately, His crucifixion, upon the cross, . . . His burial, and His resurrection, from the dead.
This three year period, in the life of Christ, just before going to the cross, . . . is the time, that we know the most, about, our Lord and Savior.  Everywhere, that he went, . . the crowds were in awe, of His teaching, and wisdom.  
He touched, so many lives, and healed, and saved, so many people.  Why, . . He even, controlled nature.

**  But, in the mean time, between the ages of 12 and 30, we only have, . . . one Bible verse, to describe, these 
years.  Luke 2:52 – “And, Jesus grew, in wisdom, and stature, and in favor, with God and men.”

**  Many things, have been said, about what may, have taken place, in those 18 years, but, it is just speculation.  
Some say, that He was being prepared, for the ministry.  And, that may, . . be true.  But, from this one 
verse, . . . we can be assured, that He spent this time, . . . with His Father.

Not physically, . . . but, spiritually. The same way, that you and I, can do so, today, . . . in a relationship, with Him.  He grew in wisdom, and stature, and in favor with God, and man.  (What about you, and I today?  Are we growing in wisdom, and stature, and in favor, with God, and man?)  How is, our relationship, . . . with the Lord?

#3)  The third time period, that we want to mention this morning, in the life of Christ, . . . is the time in His life, 
after, His time, here on earth, . . . after, His ascent, back up to Heaven.  What happened, . . . then? 
 
Where is He, . . . today?

Well, according to the Word of God, He is sitting, at the right hand of the Father, forever making intercession, 
on our behalf.  Romans 8:34 – “It is Christ, that died, yea rather, that is risen again, who is even, at the 
right hand of God, who also maketh intercession, for us.”

(Also, He is preparing us, a place!)
The Bible has, much to say, about what took place, after the death of Christ, upon the cross.  He was placed in a tomb, for three days, and then He arose, from the dead, and He is alive, today.  He made several appearances, to the disciples, and to Mary, and many others, before He ascended, up into Heaven, with a promise, to return.
He has promised, to return, the same way, that He left, in the clouds, and He is coming, to rapture the church, to take us, back to Heaven, to spend eternity, with Him.  Do you know Him, for sure?  If, He were to return, today, 
do you know, for sure, that you, would be included?  Is your name written, in the Lamb’s, book of life?

He died for you, and for me, to take away, our sins.  All we have to do, is to ask for the forgiveness, of our sins, 
and, He will come, into our lives, and save us.  Isaiah 1:18 says, “Though your sins, are like scarlet, they 
shall be, as white as now.”

That’s, . . . a miracle!
*  The Bible, has a little to say, about Heaven.  Jesus has promised to go, and prepare a place, for us.  It will be, a most wonderful place, . . where there will be no pain, and no death, and no more tears, and no more heartache.

Heaven will be, a perfect place, . . for a perfect people.  And, we are only perfect, because if we are saved, then, 
we have been given, His righteousness.  And, that alone, is what makes us eligible, . . . to go, to Heaven.

And, in the mean time, . . . isn’t it good to know, that our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, . . . is sitting at the right 
hand of Father, forever making intercession, in our behalf.  

(This is why we pray, . . . in Jesus’ 
Name.  It is He, . . . that, takes our requests, . . . and, presents them, . . . to, our Heavenly Father.)

**  Can you, just imagine?  If you wanted a favor, from the President of the United States, . . . don’t you think, 
that, you would have some special pull, . . . if you just happen, to be good friends, with his son?  What if 
your best friend, . . . his son, . . . asked Him, for you?  
Pretty good odds, . . . aren’t they?)

******  #1)  But, the first time period, in the life of Christ, . . . that, we want to focus, on this morning, . . . was 
before, He came to this world.  In the form of human, and walked on this earth, for 33 years, . . . and, 
then, laid down His life, . . . that, we might have life.

Christ, is the eternally, pre-existent, . . . Son of God.  Yes, He came to earth, and was born, as a little baby, in 
a manger, in Bethlehem, . . . and, this is why, we celebrate Christmas.  It is the birthday, of our Savior.  
But, that is, by far, not the beginning, of His existence.  He is, eternal.  He is the Alpha, and the Omega.

Eternity, goes as far, into the future, as infinity.  Eternity, has no end.  At the same time, . . . eternity, . . . has no 
beginning.  It goes, as far into the past, as infinity.  Jesus, is an, . . . eternal being.  He is part, of the 
Godhead, the trinity, . . . God the Father, . . . God the Son, . . . and, God the Holy Spirit.

He existed, long before, the creation, of this world.  As matter of fact, . . . He played a big part, in the creation, 
of this world, . . . and, the creation of you and I, that inhabit, this world.  He is the eternally pre-existent, 
. . . Son of God.  

In John Chapter 1, we see Christ, the Son of God, . . . referred to, . . . as the Word:
TEXT:  John 1:1-4 – “In the beginning, was the Word, and the Word, was with God, and the Word, was God. 2 
He was with God, in the beginning. 3 Through Him, all things were made; without Him, nothing was 
made, that has been made. 4 In Him, was life, and that life, was the light of men.”

Jesus, was in the beginning, and He was with God, and He was God.  Jesus is God, . . . He is deity, the two, are 
One.  He was with God, in the beginning, . . . and, through Him, all things, were made.  Without Him, 
nothing was made, that has been made.  That includes, you and me, and everything else, in this world.

**  Have you ever tried, to figure it all out?  Have you ever heard, some of the questions, . . that people will ask, 
about God and Jesus, and the beginning of time?  Especially questions by children, or even more so, . . . 
lost people?  Lost people, can ask some of the silliest questions, because they’re not sure of it, anyway.

There are many things, about the pre-existence, of Jesus Christ, . . . that, we may never, fully understand.  But, it is recorded, in God’s Word, . . . and, we, by faith, believe it.  We are saved, by faith, and we have eternal life, 
by faith.  We believe, that what it says, here, about Christ, being from the beginning, . . is absolute truth.

**  He was there, when this world, was spoke, into existence.  In the beginning, God created, the heavens, and the earth.  God said, let there be light, and there was light.  God said, let there be land, and water, and sky, and 
there was.  Let there be vegetation, and living creatures, in the water, . . . and, the sky, and on dry land.
And, then, God said, “Let us make man, in our own image.”  In OUR, . . . own image.  God the Son, was right 
there, with, God the Father.  Can you, just try, to imagine?  They are two, . . . and yet, they are One.

**  Can’t you, just imagine, . . . each of the six days, that they, . . . or, He, was creating the world, before they, 
or, He, rested, . . . on the seventh day?




{Drum roll!!!}
Can’t you, just, hear Jesus, saying, “Oh yeah, and we’ve got to, have trees.  We’ve got to, have trees, because 
that is how, they will make the cross, . . . that, I will need, . . . in order to lay down my life, . . . for these 
people, that we are creating, . . . so that, I can save them, from their sins, . . and, give them, eternal life.”

Yes, He even created, the tree, . . . that, eventually, would be the cross, . . . that, He would have, to hang on, and 
shed His blood on, . . . in order to save us, from our sins.  He loves us, . . . that, much.

John 1:4-5 –“In Him, was life, and that life, was the light of men.  The light shines, in the darkness, but the 
darkness, has not understood it.”  He was, in the beginning, . . . and, in Him, was life.  And, that life, is 
still, in Him.  (And, unless, you know Him, . . . then, you have not, life.)

Do you, know Him, this morning?  In Him, . . . is life.  He is, the light of men, . . . He is the light, of this world.  
And, if you, do not know Him, as your own personal Savior, . . . then, you are, in darkness.

He created you, and then He came and died for you, . . . that you, might have eternal life, . . . and, abundant life.  
And, then, you have a choice, to believe it, and accept Him, as your personal Savior, and have life, . . .  
or, to not believe it, and reject Him, and then you will not have life, . . . and, will remain, in darkness.

He even, created the very tree, that the cross, was made out of, . . . knowing full well, what would take place.  
He loved you, and me, that much.  And, if you have yet, to be saved, . . . He wants you, to be saved, 
today.  You can’t, . . . keep, putting it off.  One day, it may be, . . . too late.
John 1:12 –Yet to all, who received Him, to those who believed, in His name, He gave the right, to become, 
children of God.”  That’s how simple, it is.  All you have to do, . . . is believe, . . . in Him.

The life, . . . of Christ.  What an, . . . amazing story.  What an, . . . amazing truth.


John1:14—“The Word, became flesh, and made, His dwelling, among us.”


Is He dwelling, . . . among you, . . . this morning?  Is He abiding, . . . within, your heart?

**  WRECK:  I live in a world, of mini-vans, and SUV’s.
