“The Supremacy of Christ” 
Colossians  1:15-18 & Hebrews 1:3
We see, in God’s Word, that, . . . “All things, were created by Him, . . . and, for Him.”  These are things, that we 
will see, . . . as, absolute truth, today, as we look, into the Word of God.  God is in control, . . . no matter 
what!  Today, our nation mourns, . . . as, we look back, . . . on, the ten year anniversary, of 9/11/2001. 
In light of the tragedy, that took place, . . . on September 11th, 2001 within our nation, sometimes it is easy for 
man to think, . . . that, God is not, in control, . . . but, He is.  Where is God, in all this?  We live, in a sin 
tainted, world.  We knew that, . . . but, not, to this extent.  


(Jerry Falwell:  “God did not wake up, . . . this morning, . . . and, push the panic button.)
**  Where were you, . . . on that tragic morning?  Can you, . . . remember?

I was at the church, studying for a message, . . . and, then the first news, of what took place, in New York, . . . I 
said, they may hit other cities next, maybe Washington DC, or Atlanta.  Then, the news came, of the 
Pentagon being on fire, . . . and, the other crash, in Pennsylvania.  (My wife called, . . . several times.)
I never, thought of myself as alarmist, and still don’t, . . . but, I wanted to be, with my family, and I wanted to 
get my family, all together, . . . quick.  I took off, for Fairburn, to get my 4 year old, out of school.

My thoughts:  Are we going into war, . . . right here, at home?  I was afraid, of the loss, of all communication systems, no TV, not knowing what is going on, . . . loss of phones, power, etc.  God, . . . is still, . . . in control!  

You hear about chemical warfare, biological warfare, nuclear, . . . God is still, . . . in control.  
As I was driving up the interstate, my eyes began to well up with tears, as I thought about, being able to see my 
mother, and my father, again, . . . to see my Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.  I looked up, into the sky, and 
said, . . . “Come, . . . Lord Jesus!”
**  And, then, a phrase, from a Joe and Kim Stanley song, hit me, . . . “There’s still, so much work, to do!”

In scripture, . . signs of the end of times.  Mark 13:10 – “And the gospel, must first be preached, to all nations.”

Song:  “There is still so much work to do.  There are still, so many, who don’t know you.  What can I do?”  
What are you, doing, . . . or, better yet, now, . . . what are you, going to do?  Maybe, you have never 
witnessed, . . . much, before.  It’s not too late, . . . to begin.

Now is, the opportune time.  People are scared, just like we all were on 9/11/01, showing all kinds of emotions.  
But, there is a huge difference, . . . some, do not have the hope, . . . that, we have, . . . in, Christ Jesus.  

We need, to tell them, . . . about Him!

Colossians 1:15-18 – “He (being Jesus Christ), is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn, over all creation. 
 
For by Him, all things were created:  things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether 
thrones, or powers, or rulers, or authorities;  all things, were created by Him, and for Him.  He is before 
all things, and in Him, all things hold together.  And, He is the head of the body, the church;  He is the 
beginning, and the first, from among the dead, so that in everything, . . . He might have, the supremacy.”
Christ, . . . exalted!  The Apostle Paul, writing to the church at Colosse, . . . gives a lofty, and comprehensive description, of the dignity, and the rank, of the Lord Jesus Christ.  He introduces, the name of the Son of God, . . 
and, then in sweeping completeness, . . . he introduces the glory, of the person of Christ, and His work.

Jesus Christ, who is sitting at the right hand of the Father, forever making intercession, on our behalf, . . . He 
who was there, when this world was spoke, into existence, . . . and, He who will be standing tall, when 
this earth crumbles, . . . a victim of the sin, that, has forsaken it.

He, who will stand, as the victor, of the battle, . . . when, our adversary--the devil, is cast into the lake of fire, . . 
getting, . . . his due.

**  Unfortunately, there will be many others, there with Him, who have been deceived, into rejecting, the free gift of salvation, that is available to all, through the substitutionary death of Jesus Christ, upon Calvary’s cross.

**  At the cross, . . . that, was when, the battle was won, . . . at, the cross!  Those of us, that, have trusted in 
Christ, as our Savior, are on the winning side, . . . no matter, how bad things get down here.  Even, in the 
light of terrorism, . . . and, even war, . . . we can stand, victorious.

Romans 8:1 – “Therefore, there is now no condemnation, for those who are in Christ Jesus.”

Romans 8:31 – “What, then, shall we say, in response, to this?  If God is for us, who can be against us?

Romans 8:37 – “In all these things, we are more than conquerors, through Him, who loved us.”
1 Corinthians 15:57 – “But, thanks be to God!  He gives us the victory, through our Lord Jesus Christ.”
**  But, there are millions and millions, . . . that, do not know Christ, . . . as their Savior.  It is our duty, to do all 
that, is within our resources, . . . to tell them.  What is it, that is within, our resources?  The very power, 
of God Almighty, . . . so that, none of us, . . . have any excuses.
Think about that, . . . we have access, . . to the very, power of God, when we are telling others, about His Love.

**  Paul was writing this passage of scripture, that is our text, to the Colossians, . . . because, they were being 
misled, by the error, . . . of Gnosticism.  The teaching of this group, denied the actual humanity of Jesus, 
when he lived among us, for 33 years, . . . before, He laid down His life, in our behalf.

But, even worse, they denied, His supreme divinity.  They denied, that Christ is God, which we know, is heresy.  
This is why, Paul exalted Christ, . . . the way he did, in this text.

Look back, at verse 15 –  “He is the image, of the invisible God, the firstborn, over all creation.”
He is the image, . . . of the invisible God, . . . 
Turn to, . . . Hebrews 1:3 – “The Son is the radiance, of God’s glory, and the exact representation, of His being, 
sustaining all things, by His powerful Word.”
Jesus, is God.  He said, that if you have seen Him, you have seen the Father.  He is the exact representation, of 
His Father, . . . the radiance of God’s glory.  Isn’t that, . . . good?
Sustaining all things, . . . by, His powerful Word.  The firstborn, over all creation.  He actually spoke, creation, 
. . . into, existence.

John 1:1-4 – “In the beginning, was the Word, and the Word, was with God, and the Word, was God.  He was 
with God, in the beginning.  Through Him, all things were made; without Him, nothing was made, that 
has been made.  In Him was life, was the light of men.”
If you are in Him, you have life.  If you are not in Him, you do not have life.  Millions and millions of people, all around this world, today, do not know Him, as their personal Savior.  What are we doing, . . to reach them?
People whose lives, are torn apart, by what is going on, in this sin filled world, that we live.  They are, without 
Jesus, . . . and, therefore, they are, . . . without hope.
Verse 16 – “For by Him, all things, were created:  things in heaven, and on earth, visible and invisible, whether 
thrones, or powers, or rulers, or authorities; all things, were created by Him, and for Him.”
“All things, were created, by Him, . . . and, for Him.”  Everything, . . . everything, no matter what, was created 
by Him, . . . things in heaven, and on earth, visible and invisible, even thrones, or powers, or rulers, or 
authorities.  All, . . . things!
**  That even, includes, you and me.  If, He has saved you, from your sins, because, He is a merciful God, and 
not because, we deserve it, . . . then, He created you and me, for His glory, . . . and, to do the work, that
 
He has set out for us to do, . . . before, we were created.

He created us, . . . then, He saw fit, to give the life, of His only Son, that we might have life, because, we were 
dead, in our sins, . . . and, He created us, . . . to do good works.
Created by Him, and for Him, . . . 
Ephesians 2:8-10 – “For it is by grace, you have been saved, through faith--and this not from yourselves, it is 
the gift of God -- Not by works, so that no one can boast.  For we are God’s workmanship, created in 
Christ Jesus, to do good works, which God, prepared in advance, for us, to do.”
He knew us, before He formed us, in the womb.  And, He has a plan, for each one of us, to follow, . . . to do His 
will, in each of our lives, whatever that may be, . . . and, He “created us, in Christ Jesus, . . . to do good 
works, . . . which God prepared, in advance, for us to do.”

**  If you want to experience, the abundant life, that God has set out for you to live, then, try to follow His plan, 
for your life.  When we submit, to His plans, . . . then, our lives, will overflow, . . . with, His blessings.

The problem is, that most of us, have our own ideas, of what we want to do, in life.  Our plans, . . . may not run 
parallel, with God’s.  They won’t even be close, to His, . . . if we instead, get caught up in doing, our 
own thing, . . . for, our own pleasure.

Sometimes, we think that, we know better, than He does.  Now, isn’t that pretty ignorant, . . . to think, that we 
know better, . . . than, the God of heaven and earth, . . . the God that created heaven and earth, the God 
that, created us, . . . and, created us, in His image.
If we are created, in His image, . . . then, we ought to want, to be like Him.  We should do, all that we can, . . . 
to be just, . . . like Jesus.
That, is when life begins, . . . for the believer.  Not, when we become successful, in whatever endeavor, that we 
set out to accomplish, because, it was something that we want, . . . no matter, whether it is according to 
God’s plan, for our life, . . . or not.

**  When will we all get serious, about living in complete submission, to God?  A lot of people’s attention was gotten, on 9/11/01, with the tragedy that took place, when America was attacked, and ambushed, in a cowardly fashion, by a group of people, who have been sold out, to Satan, deceived by a false religion, and, a false God.

Can you imagine, what it was like, . . . when they faced the real God, . . and, realized that their Allah, was fake?  
That, he, was just, . . . some, big fat lie, . . . that, man had made up? 

*  If we follow, His inerrant Word, and realize, that He should have the supremacy, . . . that, He should have the 
preeminence, . . . in our lives, and in all heaven and earth, . . . then, we wouldn’t need, a wake up call, . . 
 
like this, to get us back, on the right track.

Verse 17 – “He is before all things, and in Him, all things, hold together.”

Christ is before all things, . . . whether, man agrees, with it, or not.  He is before, all things, . . even you, and me.  
He should be first, and foremost, in every part of our life, . . . not, just, parts of it.  (Even, over, family.)
Not just, on Sundays, . . . but, everyday.  Not, just, with part of our money, . . . but, all of it.  Not with just, part 
of our talents, and abilities, . . . but, all of them.

“He is before all things, and in Him, all things hold together.”  Even when, it seems, . . . as if, our life, is falling 
apart, or when it seems, the entire world is falling apart, . . . keep your eyes on Jesus, because, He is in 
control, . . . and, He is holding all things, together.

**  Now, there will come a day, . . . after He has raptured the church, and after He has reigned upon this earth, 
for 1000 years, . . . that, He will turn His back, upon this world, and it will be destroyed.  But, not until 
after, . . . we, that belong to Him, . . . are, long gone.

Verse 18 – “And, He, is the head of the body, the church; He is the beginning and the firstborn, from among the 
dead, so that in everything, He might have the supremacy.”

More, than any other thing, upon this earth, . . . that, He is in charge of, . . . is, the church.  He is the head, of the 
body, of the Church, . . . which is made up, of all believers.

He is the head of the universal, church made up of all believers, of all time, . . . and, He is the head, of the local 
church.  Of all places, within the church, . . . Christ is to have, . . . the supremacy.
Unfortunately, sometimes man, will try to do things, . . . to steal that away, from the Lord.  Maybe, they don’t 
realize, that it is stealing, . . . but, it says here, that the supremacy, belongs to Christ, . . . and, then, here 
we are sometimes, . . . trying, to call the shots.  Do we dare, try to take the lead role, . . . from Him?

**  Verse 18 says, that “He is the beginning,” the creator of, us all.  It also says, . . . that, He is “the firstborn, 
from among the dead.”  

He was the first, of many, to be raised from the dead, and conquer death.  The rest of us, if we are saved, will do 
the same, not of our own merits, . . . but, because of the fact, that we have been forgiven, of our sins, and 
given, . . . His, righteousness.

**  “So that in everything, . . . He might have the supremacy.”
How do you feel, . . . about, your individual Life?  How do you feel, . . . about, your church?  Is it arranged, “so, 
that in everything, He might have the supremacy, the preeminence?”
That is the way, that God has it planned.  Are we following, His plans, . . . or, do we sometimes get off track, 
and, think that our plans, . . . are more important?

**  I am so excited, about the day, . . . that, Christ will return, to rapture those of us, that know him, personally.  
He will come in a blaze of glory, not like He did the last time, when “He humbled Himself, and became 
obedient to death-even death, on a cross!”
This time, when those eastern skies, are opened up, . . . and, we lay eyes, upon our Savior, we will see Him, . . .  
in all, His glory, “ The radiance, . . . of God’s glory.”
I hope, that you are excited, about that day.  I hope that, He already has the supremacy, in your life, even, today.  
Because, according to this Bible, . . . He already has it, . . . whether, we acknowledge it, . . . or, not.

Even, lost people, one day, will bow, before Him. “Every knee shall bow and every tongue confess that Jesus 
Christ is Lord.”
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
