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Ephesians 5:15-17
What is, God’s will, . . for my life?  If there is a God – and, there is – and if I wasn’t created, by accident – and, 
you weren’t – then, God must have a plan, for my life, and there must be a reason, for me being here.   
There’s nothing, more important, once you know the Lord, . . than discovering, and fulfilling God’s plan, God’s 
purpose, or God’s will for your life.  Yet, for many of us, understanding God’s will, . . is a difficult subject.  
If I were to ask you, . . how many of you, have ever been confused, about “What does God, want me to do, 
in this situation?”, . . . probably, almost everyone here, would raise their hand.  It’s often, . . . confusing.  

Is that, because God’s playing games, with us?  Is He playing, cat and mouse?  Hide and go seek?  No.  In fact, 
God wants you, to know His will, . . . He wants you, to know His plan, . . . more than, you want to know it.  

Ephesians 5:15-17 “Be careful, how you live, not as unwise, but as wise, making the most, of every opportunity, 
because, the days are evil.  Therefore, do not be foolish, but understand what, the Lord’s will is.”  
God says, it’s wise, to figure out why, you’re here on earth.  It’s smart.  It’s intelligent.  It’s the wise thing to do, 
to figure out, what I am here for.  On the other hand, it’s not so wise, . . . to go through life, without a clue.  
Wondering, why am I here?  What am I, here for?  What is God’s plan, and purpose, and will, for my life?  

God wants you, to know, His will.  Why is it, so difficult for us, to often, figure that out – what He wants us, to 
do, with our lives?  Many times, when you’re looking for God’s will, . . you’re looking for the wrong thing.


This morning, we want to talk to you, about . . . what is God’s will, . . . specifically?  And, how do you, 
discover it?  
And, the attitudes, that keep you, from knowing it, . . . and, living in it.  

***  First, let me tell you, 2 things, . . . God’s will . . . isn’t.  One, it’s not feeling, and two, it’s not a formula.  

1)  Many people think, that God’s will, is some kind of mystical, magical feeling, . . . that, you get, from some  
experience.  In fact, a lot of Christian books, say this:  “Here’s how, you discover, . . . God’s will.”  
Let your mind, go blank.  Then, when you coast in neutral, you just kind of set, . . . and, you wait, for an ocean of emotion.  You wait, for a quiver, in your liver.  And, you wonder, “Is that You, . . God?”  You wait, for some mystical experience, and there’s some feeling out there, that once you get that experience, it’ll change your life.  

The reality is, you can look for that, the rest of your life, but, that’s not, the answer.  Because, God’s will, is not, a feeling.  There’s nothing wrong, with feelings.  God gives us, . . our feelings.  In fact, the Bible says, God has feelings.  It’s ok, to have feelings.  But, they’re often, not a very sound source, . . for guidance.  Feelings can lie.  

How many of you, have ever made a decision, that you felt, was the right thing to do, and later, it proved, to be 
the wrong thing?  Feelings, are often, . . very illegitimate.  You can get them, from many different sources.  
You can get them, . . . from being sick, from medication, from being tired, from watching a movie.  You can get 
them, from a bad burrito.  You can get them, from all kinds, of different things.  So, you don’t want, to base 
your life, . . . just, on feelings.  “I feel it.  If it feels good, . . . do it.”  That’s a good way, . . . to mess up.  

Jeremiah 17:9 – “Who can understand, the human heart?  There’s nothing else, so deceitful.”  That means, . . . 
that our feelings, lie to us.  They play, . . . tricks on us.  Sometimes, if you sit there, and you wait for an 
experience, you may think it’s a pipeline, from God.  There’s a lot of books, out today, saying, I have this 
feeling, about heaven.  Or, I have this feeling, . . . about life.  

The devil can, create feelings!  So, just because you had a feeling, doesn’t mean, it’s legitimate.  They, often lie.  
If I had married, the first girl, that I had feelings toward, It would have been, major disaster.  So, you have 
to have more, than just feelings, in life.  God’s will, involves your feelings, . . . but, it is not, . . . a feeling.

2)  It’s not, a formula.  Some people – the mystical type – are always out there, looking for an experience, that’s going to, change their life, . . these people, are the mechanical people, the technological people, the pragmatists.  They always, want a formula, or a recipe.  27 steps, to the perfect life.  They go out, . . and buy a book, like that.  
Of course, our society, will oblige them, with lots of those how to books, with something, made easy.  Cooking, 
made easy.  Sewing, made easy.  Embalming, . . . made easy.  Everything, easy.  Like, “Buy this car, . . for 
a 142 easy payments!”  There are no, . . . easy payments!  Every one of them, . . . is a hard payment!  
But, we live in this, microwave society, . . of instant potatoes, and instant coffee.  We want, . . instant solutions.  
We want this, . . . recipe from God.  Here’s 92 things to do, . . and, if I just check off, this checklist, . . then, 
I’ll be in, . . . God’s perfect will, all the time.  

***  There a couple of problems, to this approach, . . . to knowing, God’s will:  

1)  It just doesn’t work.  There is, no recipe.  Life is far more complex, than a simple formula.  When I first, fell 
in love with Patty, and I was trying, to desperately find out, is it God’s will, . . . that, I marry her.  As hard 
as I tried, I could not find her name, in the Bible.  I even looked, in the Greek, . . . and, it wasn’t there.  

There is no formula, that will solve, . . . all your problems, in life.  God doesn’t want to, give you a formula.  In 
fact, formulas often, contradict each other.  There are dozens of books, on how to know God’s will, . . and, 
every one of them, has a different recipe.  They contradict, each other.  There’s no, . . . one formula.  

2)  The biggest problem, with this second view of God’s will, . . . is it allows, for no mistakes, in life.  In other 
words, if you miss any part, or you leave out any ingredient, or you step over one particular step, . . . then, 
you’ve blown it.  You’ve missed it, and you’ve settled for less, than God’s best in life.  

It’s kind of 
like, baking a cake.  If you leave out, just one ingredient, if you leave out the baking powder, you don’t end 
up, with a perfect cake.  You end up, with a pancake.  So, many people feel like, that’s happened, . . in life.

A lot of people say, “Six years ago, I made a stupid mistake.  Or, ten years ago, I made a really dumb decision.  I made a, really bad decision.  And, I’m going to have to pay for it, the rest of my life, and now I have to, settle 
for second best.”

No!  That is not right!  In fact the phrase, “second best”, . . . is not even, in the Bible.  
The Bible does, talk a lot, about second chances, . . . but, it has nothing to say, . . about second best.  The fact is, 
God takes even my mistakes, my dumb decisions, my poor judgments, and somehow, He manages, to bring 
them, into His plan.  Because, God’s plan, is bigger, than your problems.  



God has no Plan B, . . . for my life.  He incorporates, even the mistakes, the decisions, the bad judgments, that 
you make, . . . and, He makes them, . . . a part, of His plan.  Because, His plan is bigger, . . . than, any one, 
single decision.  

God’s will, is not, a closed system.  It’s dynamic.  In other words, it’s not a matter, of you choose A, . . . or, you choose B, . . . and, if you choose B, then A is off limits, and now you’re on the B plan, for the rest of your life.  

A lot of people, buy into this, and they don’t realize, how illogical it is.  For instance, have you ever heard this?  
God makes, one special person, . . . for you, in life.  Your goal in life, is to find that special person, that is 
just right, for you.  When you marry that person, . . . that, God made just for you, then you’ll be ultimately 
happy, because, . . . God only makes, one right person, for you.    

Think through, the logic of this, that there’s only one right person, for you, in life.  What if one person, marries 
the wrong person?  There’s a little chain reaction, that’s going to go on, here.  For instance, . . . if Bob is 
supposed to marry Sue, and he marries Betty, then Sue marries Ted, and she was supposed to marry Bob.  
But, Ted was supposed to marry Ellen, but Ellen married Harry, and Harry married Mary, and on and on.  
We’re all married, . . . to the wrong people!  It’s a bad idea, that there’s only one, right person, for you.  Then, everybody would have to, never make a mistake.  
I’m telling you.  God’s will, is not, . . . that rigid.    

People say, “I blew it, 20 years ago, and now, I’m on, . . . plan B.”  No, you’re not!  God loves, to give second 
and third chances, and fourth chances.  You’re not, . . . used material.  You’re not, damaged goods.  You 
haven’t missed it, and now you’ve got to settle, for the crumbs, the rest of your life.  God will use, . . . even 
the bad decisions, in your life, because, He is a big God.  He’s bigger, than any decision, you’ll ever make.  

****  God’s will, is not, a formula.  And, it is not, a feeling.  What is God’s will?  It’s, . . . a friendship.  God 
wants you, to have a friendship, . . . with Jesus Christ.  A relationship.  Not a formula, not a feeling, . . . but, 
a relationship.  He wants you, . . . to have fellowship, . . . with Him.  

God’s will for your life, is not a bunch of rules.  It’s, a relationship.  It’s not a life map, where every little detail, is planned out – Should I have broccoli, or brussel sprouts, for lunch?  If I choose broccoli, . . . then, I’m out of God’s will, because, He really wanted me, to have brussel sprouts.  It’s not a life map, . . . it’s a lifestyle.  God’s will for your life, . . is not an agenda.  It’s, an attitude.  It’s not location, as much as your relationship, to Christ.  

1 Corinthians 1:9 –  “God has invited you, into a wonderful friendship, with His Son, Jesus Christ.”  God wants you, to be friends, with Him.  He knows you, He loves you.  He wants you, to know Him, . . and love Him back.  

When you read, the Bible, you will find that, there’s very little, in this book, about technique, about how to, find 
God’s will.  Very little.  “Here’s what you do.  Step 1, 2, 3.”  Why?  Because, God’s will, is not, a formula.  
It’s not, a recipe.  There’s very little, about technique, . . . in finding God’s plan, for your life.  
But, there are thousands of verses, about establishing, . . a relationship, with God.  Why?  Because, God doesn’t 
want to give you, a compass in life, . . . and, He doesn’t want to give you, a life map, of everything, that’s 
happened.  What He wants to do is, . . . He wants to give you, . . . Himself.  
He says, quit focusing, on guidance; God wants to give you, . . . a personal guide.  His name, is Jesus Christ.  
So, rather than, telling you, all in advance, . . . what’s going to happen in your life, . . . He wants to give 
you, . . . Himself.  You put your hand, . . . in Christ’s, and you walk, . . . through life, . . . together.  

If you’re in the middle of the desert, and you’re totally lost.  Do you need, a Thomas Brothers guide, . . . or, do 
you need, . . . a personal guide?  The map, isn’t going to help you, . . . in the desert.  What you need, . . . is 
someone, who’s been there, . . . and, can walk you, through it.    
God says guidance comes, not from formulas, or feelings, . . it comes from a friendship, with Christ.  The better 
you get to know Christ, . . . the more you learn, to think like Him, . . . the more you can tune in, to what’s 
going on, and, the easier it is, . . . to understand, His plan, for your life.  

When I got married, I didn’t know a whole lot, about how to be good husband.  So, I needed a lot of guidance, 
as a young husband.  Fortunately, I had a wife, . . . who was more than happy, to guide me.  You fold, the 
towels, . . . like this!  When you don’t like a certain dress, here’s how you say, you don’t like it.  When you want to compliment, here’s how you say a compliment.  And, here’s where, the dishes go.  You get, guidance.  

Now, after all these years, I’ve been married, . . . we don’t have any rules, in our relationship.  You know why?  
Because, I know, . . . that woman!  I know her, inside out, . . . what she likes, . . and, what she doesn’t like.  
I know her moods, . . . I can read her face.  A little twitch, . . . and, I know exactly, . . . what she’s thinking.  
Because, of the relationship, because of the friendship, . . . we don’t have to have, a bunch of rules.  

God says I want you, to have, . . . a relationship, with Me.  When you spend enough time, with a person, . . . you 
begin to, think like them.  You don’t have to ask them, what they want, or what they need, . . or, what their 
will is.  You just know it, . . . because, you’ve spent time, with them.  

***  Since, God’s will, is a relationship, . . not rules, not formula, not a feeling, . . then, your attitude determines 
how clearly, God’s purpose is going to be, . . . for you.  Three attitudes, . . . you have to eliminate, in your 
life, . . if you’re going to understand God’s plan, God’s purpose, God’s will for you.  These, get in the way.  
They become, . . . major roadblocks.  And, this is what’s causing, . . . all the confusion, in your life.

1.  Don’t be fatalistic.  That means, que sera sera, . . . what will be, will be.  Everything that happens, is the will 
of God, . . . therefore, I shouldn’t do anything.  Don’t sweat it, . . because, I can’t change anything, anyway.  
It’s all, . . . God’s will.  No, it’s not.  That’s just, . . . not true.  
Not everything, that happens in the world, is God’s will.  In fact, the people who say, “Everything that happens, 
is God’s will,” . . . that’s, not Christianity.  That’s, Islam.  That’s what, Muslim’s believe.  Everything, is 
the will, . . . of Allah.  If you take that, to a point, you’ve got a real problem.  
There are, two problems: 

A)  God gets blamed, for everything.  Everything that happens, . . is not God’s will.  This is, not heaven.  This is 
earth.  In heaven, God’s will, is done perfectly.  But, it’s not done perfectly, on earth.  In The Lord’s prayer, 
it says, “Thy will be done, on earth, as it is, in heaven.”  Not everything that happens, . . . is God’s will.  
If a little child, is run over, in an accident, . . . that’s, not God’s will.  If a drunk driver, has an accident, and kills somebody, that’s not God’s will.  What happens is, God gets blamed, for sin, . . . if “everything, is God’s will.”    

God has a will, for your life, . . . and, the devil, has a will for your life, . . . and, you have a will.  That’s 
because, you were made, in God’s image.  You have the freedom, to choose.  Every moment, of every day, 
you’re choosing God’s will, or the devil’s will, . . . or, your own will, for your life.  

When you choose, . . . your own will, or the devil’s will, . . instead, of God’s, . . you’ve got big problem.  Other 
people, get hurt.  So, not everything that happens, in this world, is God’s will.  God has allowed us, to have 
a will, and the freedom, . . . to choose.  Don’t be, fatalistic.

B)  The other problem, with this view, is that you become a puppet, instead, of a person.  We just say, “It must, have been, God’s will.”  When you hear that, do you think of something good, . . or, something bad, happening?  
Bad.  Why is it, that we always think, of God’s will, . . . as negative?  If anything bad, happens to me, . . “It 
must have been, . . . God’s will.”  If anything good, happens to me, . . . “I got lucky!”  

We take it so negative, . . and we become puppets.  And, actually, we can become passive, about this.  Fatalism, 
produces, self-pity – “Poor me.  Everything’s, bad.  God’s got it, . . . against me.  I can’t, do anything.”  It 
prevents growth.  In fact, I’ve even seen people, use the phrase, “God’s will”, as an excuse, . . . for laziness.
“If God wants me, to have a job, I know He’s going, to give it to me.  So, I’m going to sit here, on this couch, and eat nachos, and watch TV.  When God’s will, comes along, He’ll plop that job, right down, in front of me.”  
God solved a lot of your problems, and He gave a lot of your guidance, that you need, . . . and, He revealed, a lot of His will, . . . when He gave you a brain.  Why would God give you a brain, and not expect you, to use it?  He wants you to use, your brain.  In fact, you will be judged, on how well you use, what you were given, in life.  
It’s kind of like, parenting.  The goal of parenting, is to raise your kids, in such a way, that they’re able to make 
wise decisions, . . . when you’re not there.  You want your kids, to grow up, to the point, . . . that, they do 
the right thing, . . . even, when you’re not there.  

When my children were small, it was ok for me, to tell them what to do, in every sense of the word.  If they get near a cliff, I’d say, “Don’t get too near the cliff, you might fall off.”  That’s ok, to say, when they’re immature.  
But, 50 years from now, when my kids are in their 60’s, . . . that’s, not necessary.  

God just wants you to grow up.  He’s not always, going to explain to you, everything He wants you to do.  He won’t write it in the sky, in a big telegram, and say “Do this!”, . . or, “Don’t do that!”  He wants you, to learn, to live, by faith.  He wants you, to spend enough time with Him, developing a relationship, so that when you’re in a situation, you don’t have to stop, and say “God, telegraph me, right now, because I don’t know what to do!”  
You should have, spent enough time, with Him, . . . so, you know how He thinks, and so that you can make the decision, without having to get it, written in the sky.  Does that, make sense?  That’s called, spiritual maturity.  
Immaturity, is always needing, to have a sign.  “I need a sign, whether I should take this job, . . or, not.  I need a sign, whether I should get married, or not.  I need a sign.”  Signs are for, immature people.  God wants you, to 
know Him, so well, . . that, you can read His mind.  Just like, I know my wife, so well, I can read her mind.  

It’s not a formula, or a feeling.  It’s a relationship, a friendship.  Don’t be fatalistic.  God wants you, to grow up.

John 7:17 – “If anyone chooses, to do God’s will, He will find out, . . . whether, My teaching, comes from God.”   
God’s will, involves my freedom, to choose.  Even, if, I make the wrong choice.  Because, God is bigger, 
than, your choice.  He’s more interested in, you exhibiting faith, than He is, . . . you being perfect, in every 
decision.  Even, if it’s the wrong decision, . . . He can turn it around, and bring good out of it.  

2.  Don’t be fearful.  Don’t be fearful, about God’s will.  Don’t, be worried, . . . or, nervous, about it.  Don’t be 
afraid, . . . of missing it.  Don’t run, from it.  A lot of people, . . . run, from God’s will.  
If you were honest, would you admit, . . . that, there have been times, in your life, that you really didn’t want to 
pray, “Thy will be done,” . . . because, you were afraid of it.  What might happen, if I say to God, . . “Your 
perfect will, in my life, is what I want.”  You don’t need, to be afraid of it.  God’s will, for you, . . . is good.  
God’s will, . . . is an expression, . . . of His love.  
Jeremiah 29:11 – “I know the plans, I have for you, says the Lord, plans to prosper you, and not to harm you.  

Plans to give you, a hope, and a future.’”  It’s not, like God’s trying, . . . to give you cancer.  He’s saying, 
My plan, My purpose, for your life, is good.  It’ll make, you happy.  In fact, God will make you happy, . . .  
more, than you can.  He knows, what makes, you tick.  He, . . . created you.  

So, it’s a good plan.  It’s not something, you need to be afraid of, that you, run from.  That it’s going to be, like drinking castor oil.  It’s something, that’s going to be positive.  You don’t have, . . to be afraid of it.  We always get into trouble, . . . when we doubt God’s love.  God’s will for your life, is an expression of His love, for you.  

Sometimes, . . . we are afraid, to make a choice.  We can’t figure out, what we think is God’s will, . . . because, 
we’re trying to find something, that isn’t there.  We think, God has a definite A or B, in every area of life.  
That’s not true.  He often, will have multiple choices, and any of those, . . . could be, God’s will.  
But, we get, . . . paralysis, of analysis.  We’ve got, these decisions – a career choice, to make A, B, and C.  God says, go for it.  Make it, in faith.  You say, “God, I’m using, my brain.  I’ve asked You, and I’m not getting any, thunderbolt signs, so I’m choosing A.”  Even, if it turns out later, that B would have been a better choice, God will still use it.  You haven’t missed, His plan, in your life.  Don’t be frightened, by the multiple-choice option.    

Because, what’s important, is not the choice, so much as the relationship, . . . and, your demonstration of faith.  If you try to figure out, everything that happens in life, you’re going to be frustrated.  And, that’s the third thing.  

3.  Don’t be frustrated, by God’s will.  If you try to figure out, why everything happens in the world, you will be 
frustrated.  God does not owe you, an explanation, . . . for everything, that happens, in life.  In fact, God has 
no intention, . . . of giving you an explanation, for everything, that happens, in life.  
If you understood, why everything happens in life, . . . you wouldn’t need God.  He’s just not, going to explain 
it to you.  And, sometimes, you are going to have, as we said, . . multiple choices, in life.  Choice A career, 
choice B career, choice C career.  
You pray about it, and you ask God for help on it, and you read your Bible, and you develop relationship, with 
God.  But, you’re not getting any clearer signals, and God doesn’t intend to.  Why?  He wants you, to step 
out, in faith.  That’s, . . . maturity.

So, you say, God, I’ve thought about this.  I’m using, my brain.  I really want to do, what’s best.  I’m going to 
choose, Door Number C.  And, God says, “That’s My kid.  You’re learning, . . . to make, wise decisions, 
without having to have Me, write it out in the sky, for you to understand.”  You learn, to think, like Christ.  

The right attitude, toward God’s will, is not to be fearful, and it’s not to be fatalistic, and it’s not to be frustrated 
by it.  It’s, . . . faith.  Faith.  Hebrews 11:6 – “Without faith, it is impossible, to please God.  Because, 
anyone, who comes to Him, must believe He exists, and rewards those, who earnestly seek Him.”  
The fact is this:  God’s will, . . . is a long-term process.  It includes, both pleasure, and problems.  Sometimes, 
problems, are God’s will?  Absolutely!  Why?  Because, He’s more interested, in your character, than your 
convenience.  He’s more interested in, what’s happening to you inside, than what the decision, is all about.  
He wants you, to learn to, step out in faith.  That’s what, pleases Him.  He says, . . . “You’re growing up!”  

God’s will, is not a map, that shows you, from A to Z, in your life.  In fact, if you saw, the end of your life, . . . 
it’d scare you, to death.  It’d be like, Back to the Future, you’d try to figure out, how to manipulate it, . . . to 
change the future.  

God’s will, is more like, a scroll.  A scroll, is a long piece of paper, that rolls up, on both ends.  When you read 
a scroll, you don’t unroll, the whole thing.  You unroll, a little bit, and read it, . . . then, you roll it down, a 
little bit, more.  You only see, a portion of it, at any one point of time.  
It’s not important for you to know, what God wants you to do, . . . next year.  It’s not even important, for you to 
know, what God wants you to do, next month.  All you need, is two steps ahead – Psalm 119:105 – “Thy 
Word, is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path.”  A step at a time.  

Don’t worry, about tomorrow, because each day, has enough trouble, of its own.  One day, . . . at a time!  Don’t 
sweat, God’s will, . . for next year.  Don’t sweat, it next month.  You say, God, . . I’m trusting You.  Why?  

Because, I’ve got a road map?  Because, I’ve got a compass?  Because, I know everything, that’s going to 
happen?  Absolutely not.  
But, because, I’ve got a personal guide, . . . who never leaves me.  His name, . . . is Jesus Christ.  When He puts, 
His Spirit, in my life, I will never, be alone.  I put my hand, in Christ’s hand, and say, “God, I don’t know, 
what the future holds, . . . but, I’m going to walk through it, . . . with You, right here, with me.
