“The Life of Christ”, Part 2 – Sunday December 9, 2012 at SBC 


Genesis 3:15 & Luke 1:26-38
Last week, we laid the ground work, for a study, of the life of Christ.  Not only, the life of Christ, as we know it, 
here, upon this earth, . . where, He was born, in a manger, and then lived for 33 years, before dying upon 
the cross, to take away our sins, . . . but, even His life before, . . . and, also, after, His time, here on earth.

Christ is the eternally, pre-existent, Son of God.  He is the alpha, and the omega.  He is from, the very beginning of time, and He was there, when this world, was spoke into existence.  He had a hand, in the creation of you and I, and everything in this world, even, including the tree, that eventually, formed the cross, upon, which He died.

And, He is still alive, today.  He is sitting, at the right hand of the Father, forever, making intercession, . . in our behalf.  And, He has promised to return, again one day, and take us to paradise, . . . to spend eternity, with Him.  

If, . . . . . . if, and only if we have, by faith, trusted in Christ, as our personal Savior.  Unless, we have done that, 
unless, we have admitted, that we have sinned, and ask for His forgiveness, of our sins, . . . and, asked 
Him, to save us from our sins, . . . then, we are doomed, . . . to spend eternity, separated from Him.

If you have never, accepted Christ, as your personal Savior, . . . you can do so, . . . today.  It would be, the most 
important decision, . . of your entire life.  And, it would be, the best decision, of your entire life.  What a 
wonderful Christmas, . . . that, this could be, . . . if you were to decide, today, to give your life, to Jesus.

**  Again, last week we covered, a lot of ground, concerning, the life of Christ, . . . including, before, He came 
to this earth, . . . and, after, He ascended up into Heaven, with a promise, to one day, . . . return.

His descent, from Heaven to earth, wasn’t something, that just happened.  It was something, . . that was planned 
long before, the creation of the world.  It was prophesied about, for hundreds, even thousands of years, 
in the Old Testament, . . . before, coming to pass.
His coming to earth, the Almighty Son of God, in the form of a human, . . . even that, of a little helpless baby, is 
one of the greatest miracles, . . . of all time.  You see, it was utterly, and completely, . . . contrary, to the 
laws of nature.  He was born, . . . of a virgin.  And, nature, cannot, . . . explain that.

We are going to see, several times, during these next couple of weeks, . . . as we study, the life of Christ, . . . 
that, nature, . . . had no domain, over this One, called Jesus.  During His time, here on this earth, . . . He 
will overcome nature, . . . and, it’s elements, many times.

**  Several times, throughout, the Old Testament, it was foretold, of His coming to earth, as the Messiah, as the 
Savior of the world.  This morning, we want to touch on, a couple of these, places in scripture, . . . and, 
then, we want to look at, . . . the miracle, of the birth, . . . of our Savior and Lord, Jesus Christ.

**  The first time, . . that, it was mentioned, in the Bible, was early, in the book of Genesis.  Not long after, the creation of the world, and after the creation of mankind, . . . a terrible thing, called sin, entered upon, the scene. 


Man failed, and committed the first sin, . . and, it had a terrible impact, upon mankind, for all of eternity.
Sin, has always had devastating effects, upon those, who commit sin.  It can literally, tear a person apart, it can tear a family apart, and it can even, tear a church apart.  This first sin, ruined it, . . for all of us.  And, apart from 
the forgiveness, and redemption of our sins, through the blood of Christ, . . . death, is the result, of sin.  
And, yet, man did not mess up, all by himself.  Satan, had come upon the scene, in the form of a serpent, . . and, lied to man, and tempted man, . . . until, man, gave in.  Satan, thought, that he had done something big, . . . but, 
then God, informed him, that He had a plan, . . . and, that plan, would crush Satan.  That plan, was Jesus.

Genesis 3:13-15 – Then, the Lord God, said to the woman.  “What is this, you have done?  The woman said, 
“The serpent, deceived me, and I ate.”  So, the Lord God, said to the serpent, “Because, you have done 
this, cursed are you, above all the livestock, and all the wild animals!  You will crawl, on your belly, and 
you will eat dust, all the days, of your life.  And, I will put enmity, between you and the woman, and 
between your offspring, and hers; he will crush your head, and you will strike his heel.”
**  You see, when Christ, died upon the cross, not only did it save us, from our sins, . . . if we just ask, for His forgiveness, and trust in Him, . . . but, it did so much more.  Christ conquered sin, . . . and, He even, conquered 
death, . . . but, even more so, He conquered Satan.  He crushed his head, and sealed his doom, . . forever.
COMMENTARY:  Thus, we have in this famous passage, called the “protevangelium”, . . . the first gospel, the 
announcement, of a prolonged struggle, wounds on both sides, . . . and, eventual victory, for the seed of 
woman.  God’s promise, that the head of the serpent, was to be crushed, pointed forward, to the coming 
of Messiah, and guaranteed victory.  This assurance, fell upon the ears of God’s earliest creatures, as a 
blessed hope, . . . of redemption.
God immediately, proceeds to pass sentence; and in these verses, He begins (where the sin, began), . . . with the 
serpent.  God did not, examine the serpent, nor ask him, what he had done, nor why, he did it; . . . but, 
immediately, sentenced him.  Because, he was already convicted, of rebellion, against God, . . . and, his 
malice, and wickedness, were notorious.

Because, he was to be forever excluded, from all hope of pardon; who was to find, . . . no place for repentance.  
Some, think the condition, of the fallen angels, was not declared, desperate and helpless, . . . until now, 
that, they had seduced man, into the rebellion.  The serpent is here, . . . laid under, . . . the curse, of God.

He is to be forever, looked upon, as a vile and despicable creature, and a proper object, of scorn and contempt: 
 
“Upon thy belly, thou shalt go, no longer upon feet, or half erect, but thou shalt crawl along, thy belly 
cleaving to the earth, an expression of, a very abject, miserable condition.”
***  The next, most popular foretelling, of the coming of Christ, to this world, and His ultimate death, upon the 
cross, is found in, Isaiah Chapter 53.  Listen to these, words of prophesy, . . . that, just like all of God’s 
Word, . . . one day, came to pass.  (This was foretold, hundreds of years, . . . before, Christ came.)
TEXT:  Isaiah 53:1-12 – “Who has believed our message, and to whom has the arm of the Lord, been revealed? 


2 He grew up before him, like a tender shoot, and like a root, out of dry ground.  He had no beauty, or 
majesty, to attract us to Him, nothing in His appearance, that we should desire Him. 3 He was despised, 
and rejected by men, a man of sorrows, and familiar with suffering.  Like one, from whom men, hide 
their faces, He was despised, and we esteemed Him not. 4 Surely, He took up our infirmities, and carried 
our sorrows, yet we considered Him stricken by God, smitten by Him, and afflicted. 5 But, He was 
pierced, for our transgressions, He was crushed, for our iniquities; the punishment, that brought us 
peace, was upon Him, and by His wounds, we are healed. 6 We all, like sheep, have gone astray, each of 
us, has turned to his own way; and the Lord, has laid on Him, the iniquity, of us all. 7 He was oppressed, 
and afflicted, yet, He did not open His mouth; He was led, like a lamb, to the slaughter, and as a sheep, 
before her shearers is silent, so He did not open His mouth. 8 By oppression, and judgment, He was 
taken away.  And, who can speak, of His descendants?  For He was cut off, from the land of the living;


for the transgression, of my people, He was stricken. 9 He was assigned, a grave, with the wicked, and 
with the rich, in His death, though He had done, no violence, nor was any deceit, in His mouth. 10 Yet, 
it was the Lord's will, to crush Him, and cause Him to suffer, and though the Lord, makes His life, a 
guilt offering, He will see His offspring, and prolong His days, and the will of the Lord, will prosper, in 
His hand. 11 After, the suffering of His soul, He will see the light [of life], and be satisfied; by His 
knowledge, my righteous servant, will justify many, and He will bear, their iniquities. 12 Therefore, 

I will give Him, a portion among the great, and He will divide the spoils, with the strong, because He 
poured out His life, unto death, and was numbered, with the transgressors.  For, He bore the sin of many,


and made intercession, for the transgressors.” 

What a depiction, of the misery, and mockery, and the suffering, that, awaited Him, . . . and, He still, chose to 
come, . . . and, go through it, anyway, and lay down His life, . . . all because, He loved us.  “While we 
were yet sinners, . . . Christ died, for us.”  

This prophecy, was foretold, hundreds of years, . . . before coming, to pass.  The proof, is in, . . the prophecy.  How can anyone, deny, what took place, . . . upon the cross.  It was planned, before the creation, of the world.  
It was, first mentioned, in Genesis 3, and then, it was described in detail, here in Isaiah 53, as well as, 
. . . many other places, in scripture.
The proof, is in the prophecy, and you’ve got to believe it.  You’ve got to believe, all of it, and not just, some of it.  Every Word, written in the Bible, is absolute truth.  You can’t, pick and choose, to believe, some of it, . . and 
not believe, all of it.  That’s what, some people, are trying to do today, . . . but, it doesn’t work, that way.
You must, believe it all.  If you deny, just one little part of it, . . . then, it nullifies, the rest of it.  If any part of it, 
is not true, . . . then, how can you prove, any of it?  You can’t, pick and choose, . . . what parts, suit you.
*****  There are several things, that are recorded in God’s Word, . . . that, are under attack, today.  People, that I believe, are under the direction of the devil, are trying to discredit, parts of it, . . in order, to tear down, all of it.  Again, if they can get you to question, just parts of it, . . then, they’ll eventually, persuade you, to deny all of it.
Three things, that come to mind, . . . that, are regularly questioned, today:  

1)  The resurrection, of Christ, . . . from the dead.  (That’s an easy one, for them to pick apart, to deny, that He 
arose.  But, He did, . . . and, He is alive, today.

2)  The creation of the world, as opposed to evolution.  (Some folks say, that the first 13 chapters of Genesis, is 
fiction, but that they believe, the rest of it.  I doubt, that they believe the rest of it, if they deny creation.)
3)  The virgin birth, of Christ.  (If you deny, the virgin birth, then, who’s to say, that you actually believe, in the 
cross.)  

(There are many others, . . .but, these are the most popular, under attack, today.)

Do you notice anything, that these three events, . . have in common?  All of them, . . . overcome, . . . nature.  If 
people try to exalt nature, over and above God, . . . then, the things of God, won’t make sense.  (God and 
Jesus, are supernatural (super-nature-al).  They are, . . . over and above, . . . and, superior, . . . to nature.

**  Let’s take a few moments, to look at one of these events, that was contrary, to nature:  The Birth of Christ.  
(If you don’t believe, in the virgin birth, then you don’t believe in, any of it.)  We are soon, to celebrate 
Christmas, which is a celebration, marking the birth of Jesus, in Bethlehem.  This is how, it came about:
TEXT:  Luke 1:26-38 – In the sixth month, God sent the angel Gabriel, to Nazareth, a town in Galilee, 27 to a 
virgin, pledged to be married, to a man named Joseph, a descendant of David.  The virgin's name, was 
Mary. 28 The angel, went to her, and said, "Greetings, you who are highly favored!  The Lord, is with 
you." 29 Mary was greatly troubled, at his words, and wondered, what kind of greeting, this might be. 
30 But, the angel, said to her, "Do not be afraid, Mary, you have found favor, with God. 31 You will be 
with child, and give birth to a son, and you are to give Him, the name Jesus. 32 He will be great, and 
will be called, the Son of the Most High.  The Lord God, will give Him, the throne of His father David, 
33 and, He will reign, over the house of Jacob, forever; His kingdom, will never end." 34 "How will this 
be," Mary asked the angel, "since I am a virgin?" 35 The angel answered, "The Holy Spirit, will come 
upon you, and the power of the Most High, will overshadow you.  So, the holy One, to be born, will be 
called, the Son of God. 36 Even Elizabeth, your relative, is going to have a child, in her old age, and she 
who was said to be barren, is in her sixth month. 37 For nothing, is impossible, with God." 38 "I am the 
Lord's servant," Mary answered. "May it be to me, as you have said." Then, the angel, left her. 
This awesome, passage of scripture, very familiar to all of us, leading up to the birth of Christ, in which lies, the reason, that we celebrate Christmas.  This is an awesome story, that is more than just a story, it is real, it is truth.  It was, prophesied about, . . . it was foretold, hundreds of years earlier, . . .  and, now, it was to come to pass.
Jesus Christ, the Son of God, the Messiah, the Savior of the world, the One, that held creation’s mold, . . . was 
coming, to dwell among us, to manifest Himself, . . and, He was coming, as a little, helpless baby infant.

**  And, in this great miracle, . . . nature, was once again, dumbfounded.  Within the laws of nature, . . none of this, . . could be possible.  {“Why it must, be a hoax!  Surely, none of this, . . is possible.”}  Well, it is possible, 
and, it did happen, . . . all of it.  Nature, takes a second seat, . . when, Almighty God, . . begins, to work.

**  Let’s take a quick look, at just some the miracles, that took place, . . in this foretelling, . . of the baby Jesus, 
. . . to His chosen mother, Mary.  There’s a whole bunch of them, right here, . . . in this, brief passage:
**  Number one, . . . God sent, the angel Gabriel, to Nazereth.  Well, angels, . . are supernatural.  Nature, cannot explain angels, . . . especially, when they literally appear, to someone, like they did Mary, and, especially, when 
they talk to you, audibly.  (Miracles, are beginning, to happen, in very quick fashion.  Mary, is startled.)

**  The angel, tells Mary, that although, she is a virgin, . . . that, she is going, . . to have, a baby.  Nature, cannot 
explain this, . . . because, it is a miracle, . . . and, it is supernatural.  How can a virgin, . . . be, with child?

The birth of any baby, for that matter, . . is a miracle.  It is so awesome, to see a newborn baby, being born, and 
coming into this world, and experiencing, the first moments, of life.  That is, a God thing, . . . that makes 
me, look toward Heaven, with amazement, . . . and, with worship.  The miracle of birth, . . but, a virgin!
**  Why, the angel, even tells her, that it is going, to be a boy.  (They didn’t have ultrasounds, back then.  Patty 
and I, were always anxious, to find out, what our next baby, was going to be.  (Boy!)  Modern medicine, 
can do that, . . . but, they didn’t have that, back then.)  Just stating, . . . that, it is a boy, . . . is, a miracle.
So far, nature is stunned, . . . nature is speechless.  Mary has just found out, that she’s expecting a baby, and she is a virgin, and she already knows, it is going to be a boy, . . . named Jesus.  (Why, she didn’t even, have to look through all those, baby name books.)  (If we had another boy, . . . we’re about, to run out, of boy names.)

**  But, the most unnatural thing, . . . about this event, was that this baby, . . . that, this virgin, named Mary, was 
going to have, . . . was the Son of God.  “How will, this be?”  Mary asked.  (How can this be, . . . nature 
asks?  How can this, be possible, . . . man, throughout history, . . . has asked?)  Because, . . . it is God.

Verse 37 – “For nothing, is impossible, with God."   Nature, cannot explain, . . . the things of God.  Mere man, 
cannot explain, the things of God.  But, mere man, can believe in God, and mere man, can believe the 
things, that God’s Word says, . . . because, of another simple, . . . defiance of nature, . . . called faith.

By faith, we believe, the Christmas story.  By faith, we believe, that this baby, was the Christ, and that He did 
come, and that He lived on this earth, . . and, that He then died, upon the cross, to save us, from our sins. 
By faith, we can be saved.  By faith, our sins, can be cleansed, . . . and, then by faith, . . . . . . . . . . .
. . . . . . . . . a huge, unexplainable miracle, will take place, . . . within us, . . . that, is very similar, to what took place, that night, with Mary.  (Do what?  What do we, have to do, with what took place, that night, with Mary?)

**  Can you imagine, what it would have been like, to have been Mary, . . to have been, the chosen one, . . . to 
literally, carry the baby Jesus, within her?  What a special lady, . . that, she must, have been.  (The angel, 
said to her, . . . that, she was, . . . highly favored, with God.  Can you, imagine?)
She was chosen, by the Heavenly Father, to be the one, that would give birth, to the Savior of the world, the Son 
of the Living God, . . . He, that would walk, . . . on water.  (Now that’s, . . . a defiance, . . . of nature).

And, in the mean time, she would literally, carry this life, within, her womb.  And, this, too, would defy nature.

**  You want to hear something, neat?  Did you know, that if you are saved, if you have by faith, asked Jesus, to forgive you, of your sins, and to save you, . . . (or, if you would like to, be saved today), . . . then, God, has 
also, chosen you, . . . to literally, be indwelt, with this same Savior, . . . to be indwelt, with His Son.

**  You and I, in a sense, must be just, as special, as Mary was.  Because, we too, were chosen, to have the very 
life, of the Son of God, within us.  This revelation, should make us, full of joy and peace, this Christmas.  
He chose us, . . . for Him, to dwell.  (Though, we were sinners, . . . Christ loved us, . . . and, died for us.)

This is, a humbling revelation, . . . but, it is truth.  Jesus Christ, is right here, . . . living, within us, . . . if we, are 
saved.  Are you, saved, today?  Are you indwelt, with the very life of Christ, . . . just, like, Mary was?

He is the greatest gift, that, has ever been given, and He wants to give His life, to you, . . . eternal life, . . . and, 
abundant life.  He wants to, take up, His abode, . . . within, your heart.  And, that is a miracle, . . . that, is 
a direct, . . . defiance, of nature.
